The Seller should send by fax the bill of
lading of the relevant cargo latest on the next
working day immediately following B/L date
(in country of loading), at 12.00 hrs noon time
(time at loading country), provided that it
should include mentioning of the load port (s)
and the discharge port (s) in Lebanon.
